■    Location, location, location (movies were shot on locations more interesting than the hallways or classrooms of Mount Si High School—unless the movie is directly related to high school)

■    Titles (giving credit to everyone who worked on or who was in the movie. Also, give credit to any music used, etc.)
■    Acting (if movie is fictional, make sure your actors are in character and make a good effort. Also, don’t forget about props and clothing, etc.) NOTE:  Avoid having your actors or subjects staring into the camera.
■     Photoshop [optional] (creative use of Photoshop in photos, titles, etc.)

■     Rating [G, PG, PG-13]…(this movie should be suitable to watch by freshman and your parents)
■    Group work (If working in a group, did everyone contribute equally? If not, more or less credit should be given to certain individuals)
