Photoshop Project –Posterization
Steps to complete the assignment
1. Open Photoshop CC.
2. Click File, then Open. Browse for your original photo, then open.
3. Duplicate a layer, by selecting the “Layer menu” and then choosing “Duplicate layer.”
4. (If your photo is already black and white, go to step 5). If  your photo is in color, select Image-Adjustments-Channel Mixer. Make you click on the monochrome box (enter 30 for Red, 60 for Green and 10 for Blue). 
5. Making sure the top layer (the black and white layer) is highlighted, select Image-Adjust-Posterize. Choose level 3 or 4 (or try a few different other levels, choosing one that doesn’t have too many or too few grays). Press OK.

6. In the tool menu, click on the foreground color square. Choose a color. Then select the paint bucket icon in the tool menu and click on one part of your photo. (NOTE: for a more transparent effect, you can change the opacity of the color)
7. Continue clicking (with different colors) on other parts of your photo. Have some fun and be creative. (Hint:  If your color blends into too much of an area, use your selection lasso tool or quick selection tool to first select an area, then click on that area within the selection.)
8. Save your work as Posterization__Your name
