Movie will be evaluated on:

●  Photo quality (composition, different angles, creativity, etc.)

●  Few repeating photos (Variety is important. NOTE: If you have a refrain in your song, at least slightly change the photos so the audience is not seeing them three, four times over and over again).
●   Lack of internet photos (No internet photos is best. However, if you need to use any, not more than 10 percent of your total number of photos should come from the internet—if used, give the source of your photos credit in your titles.)

●   Titles (listing the name of the song, giving credit to the singer(s), giving credit to everyone who worked on the movie)

●   Flow of the movie (the photos go along well with the lyrics and pace of the music)

●   Location, location, location (movies were shot on locations more interesting than the hallways or classrooms of Mount Si High School—unless the song is totally about high school)
●   Acting (your actors don’t have to be up for an Oscar, but a good effort will improve your movie’s quality). NOTE: In nearly all cases, don’t have your actors stare into the camera (think about the movies and TV shows you watch, where actors rarely look into the camera.).
●   Photoshop [optional] (creative use of Photoshop in photos, titles, etc.)

●   Length of the movie (movie should be at least 2 ½-3 minutes long)
●   Rating [G, PG, PG-13]… (this movie should contain lyrics and photos suitable to watch by freshman and your parents) 

●   Group work (If working in a group of two or more, groups must turn in a group evaluation form with movie).
